One page project pitch 
This form is developed with RCN applications in mind, but you may use the one-page project pitch to develop an idea for any type of funding application. 
The one-page project pitch has a two-fold function:
1. It is a tool used by researchers to kick-start the development of a research idea into a workable project proposal.
2. The information provided gives the Pro-rector for research the necessary background for your first meeting to discuss the plans for your application.
Parts B and C are for administrative purposes: B is where the Pro-rector documents preliminary approval for you to proceed with the development of the project. C is for the economy department to fill in once the budget is final (i.e. close to the submission deadline).
Please note: This is not an approval from MF for you to submit an application on behalf of the organization. Before the actual submission of your application to a given call, the full project proposal must be submitted (proposal + budget) to the Pro-rector for a final, formal approval.
How to fill in Part A
Sections marked * are mandatory. You do not need to populate each of the other sections; Address the sections that are pertinent to your idea and the type of funding you will apply for. The idea is to help you to shape your idea and sharpen your rationale for pursuing it.
Each section should be no longer than a short paragraph (3-4 sentences). 


Once Part A is ready…
… please submit your one-page project pitch to the research administration via reserach@mf.no  
The research administration will then invite you to a first meeting with the prorector, economy dept. and research admin. to discuss the details of your plans to apply for external funding. 
The Pro-rector will fill in Part B after your first meeting. Once the document is completed with the final comments from the economy department (Part C), the Pro-rector forwards a copy to you, and to reserach@mf.no for archiving purposes.

Why is this project needed right now? What is at stake if you do not pursue this idea?
Key work plan/phases of work to reach objectives:
How will the project go beyond the state of the art in your field? 
How will the project serve to develop your research career?
A rough estimate of project cost and duration including 
· buy-outs for yourself and others at MF
· self-financing from MF (% of your research time) and from partner institutions?
· consequences for teaching load and other ongoing activities at MF
Name any known risks, challenges or ethical issues and how you plan to mitigate these.
